DIVISION 1 – DESIGN

Class 1: Living it Up
A pedestal arrangement to compliment or suitable for a tree house. 
A photograph of a tree house to be displayed on the wall in back. 
Black pedestals are 48” high with an 18” square top.

Class 2: Fairy Tales: A Table set for Woodland Fairies 
All natural components. To be staged on a stump approx. 18-20” 
across and 24” high.

Class 3:  A Weekend in the Woods with Your Secret 
Lover (Men’s Class)
The display must contain at least six items conducive to the perfect 
setting with one item incorporating a fl ower arrangement. Let 
your imagination be your guide. To be staged at fl oor level in a wedge 
shaped space with 4’ on each side.

Class 4: Forest Greenery
An all green foliage arrangement which must contain one or more 
interesting branches. To be displayed in a niche 32” by 24” by 18” 
deep. Table 30” from the fl oor draped with a dark brown cloth.

Class 5: Swinging in the Breeze
A mobile arrangement, hung from a horizontal branch, of 
predominately fresh plant material. Not to exceed 24” overall. 
Viewed from above approximately 8’ off the fl oor.

Class 6:  Vernal Pool
An arrangement viewed from above that includes water as an 
element of the design. All fresh plant material. Staged on a plank 24” 
from the fl oor. Space allotment 24”.

Class 7: Dog Days of Summer
An arrangement in a dog bowl. Please indicate the breed and name 
of the dog. To be staged on table 30” from the fl oor covered with a 
dark brown cloth.

DIVISION 3 – HORTICULTURE
Section A - Annuals
(Foliage permitted if attached to stem)
Class 11: Marigold (Tagetes):

a. 1 stem small fl owers
b. 1 stem large fl owers

Class 12: Zinnia:
a. 1 stem small fl owers
b. 1 stem large fl owers

Class 13: Other – 1 stem
Class 14: Collection of 5 stems of 5 different species or cultivars,
  identifi cation card required

Section B – Perennials & Biennials
(Foliage permitted if attached to stem)
Class 15: Hosta Leaf – 1 stem
Class 16: Monarda – 1 stem
Class 17: Phlox – 1 stem
Class 18: Rudbeckia – 1 stem
Class 19: Ornamental grasses: 3 stems
Class 20: Other: 1 stem
Class 21: Collection of 5 different stems of 5 different
  species or cultivars. Identifi cation card required.

Section C – Bulbs, Corms and Tubers
Class 22: Dahlia:

a. 1 stem
b 3 stems – different cultivars
c. collection of 4 blooms, identifi cation card required.

Class 23: Gladiolus:
a. 1 stem
b. 3 stems, identifi cation card required.

Class 24: Day Lily (Hemerocallis): 
a. 1 stem with blooms and buds.

Class 25: Lily (Lilium):
a. 1 stem
b. 1 fl ower – named or un-named variety

Class 26: Other 1 stem

Section D – Roses
Class 27: Floribunda: 1 spray, named
Class 28: Grandifl ora: 1 spray, named
Class 29: Tea Rose, 1 stem

Section E - Vegetables
Class 30: Beans: 5 pods
Class 31: Broccoli: 1 head
Class 32: Cabbage: 1 head, trimmed
Class 33: Caulifl ower: 1 head, trimmed
Class 34: Carrots: 3, tops trimmed to 2”
Class 35: Beets: 3 tops trimmed to 2”
Class 36: Leeks: 3
Class 37: Onion: 3
Class 38: Shallots: 3 heads
Class 39: Tomatoes, red: 3, with stems
Class 40: Any ORGANIC grown vegetable: 1 if large, 3 if small
Class 41: Any other vegetable: 3
Class 42: Garden Harvest Collection minimum of 5 named
  varieties in an appropriate container at least 12” long.
Class 43: Fruit: any variety 3
Class 44: Berries: at least 6 per entry

Section F - Heirlooms
Class 45: Challenge Class (Plants distributed 05/09)

a. Tomatoes
b. Peppers
c. Eggplant

Class 46: Heirloom Vegetables
a. Tomatoes
b. Beans
c. Other

Class 47: Heirloom Flowers
a. Calendula
b. Nasturtium
c. Other

Section G - Potted Plants
Pots may not exceed 10” inside diameter. Unless specifi ed, 
one plant per pot.
Class 48: Herbs – single variety
Class 49: Begonia
Class 50: Fern, any variety
Class 51: Orchid, must be in bloom
Class 52: Cactus or Succulent

a. Single plant
b. Dish Garden 3 or more species or cultivars 
(identifi cation card required)

Class 53: Terrarium – minimum 3 named plants
Class 54: Dish Garden – minimum 3 named plants
Class 55: Garden in a Wheelbarrow – minimum 5 named
 plants – Displayed outside – Key Card
Class 56: Over-sized plant, pot may not exceed 10”
Class 57: Any other – not listed above

Section H - Flowering Shrubs
Class 58: Single branch, not to exceed 24” in length
